CALL TO ORDER

Vice-President Miller called the Student Senate General Assembly meeting to order at 5:05pm 

ROLL CALL AND ATTENDANCE POLICIES 

Senators Wilks, Jonaitis, Dexter, and Chrystal were not in attendance. 

· Secretary Cason went over the attendance policy which states only two absences and two tardies are allowed a semester from any meetings.

NEW BUSINESS
 

· New Slate- each senator introduced themselves and told the senate why they chose to join 

· Advisor nominations- President Bukingolts explained that advisors are faculty or staff who assist the Senate and attend all general assembly meetings 

· Chairwomen Alguire and Michaelis respectively nominated Doctors Kerr and Shotick to the position of  Advisor 

PROPOSED LEGISLATION- Chairman Parkhurst proposed legislation to amend the constitutional duties of the city and local affairs chairperson to attend City Council meetings and report back to senate on them, the legislation was tabled until the next meeting. ( first reading )

· IA Chairman Howland explained that a resolution is a document that senators sponsor or author on a specific issue or situation that they wish for the university to take action on. He  mentioned that a resolution template will be coming out in the next week. 

OPEN FORUM 

· Introduction of guests- Dining Services Wellness director, Danielle, Director of Dining Services Matthew  Dr. Galsky vice-president of Student affairs 

· Dr. Michael Cross, Director of athletics 

· There are no plans to have a football team at Bradley University 

· The athletic department has been rebranded 

·  There was a survey conducted by an outside firm and they saw two reoccurring themes: The issue with our nickname “braves” can be seen as derogatory or slanderous and student would like a mascot 

· The athletic department is putting together a survey for current students and alumni expected to go out in early October 

· They considered dropping the “s” on braves and becoming the brave 

· Senator Smith: can we keep the braves name and build a mascot around that? Dr.Cross: it would be a challenge 

· Senator Vonkeudell: can we do something like the Atlanta braves? Dr.Cross: we cannot because that is copyrighted material and imagery 

· Senator Bernato: will you give us a timetable of when we can expect this change in mascot? Dr.Cross: if we changed it would be anywhere from 3-6months or next academic year 

· Senator Mehta: will the dropping of the S and the mascot occur concurrently? Dr.Cross: yes, it would be haphazard if done any other way. 

Committee Reports- 

· Academic Affairs- Chairwoman Corona explained that AA addresses all student concerns about academic life

· Technology services and affairs-  Chairman Broitman said that his primary responsibility is maintain the student senate website 

· Campus Affairs- Chairwomen Alguire said that CA deals with dining services and campus aesthetics 

· City and local affairs- Chairman Parkhurst is the ambassador to the community at large of the student senate 

· Diversity Affairs- Chairwoman Greene stated her goals and that she was charged with making sure equality is being upheld in every facet of the university 

· Campus Safety- Chairman bachrach- 

· Student Relations- Chairwoman Michaelis said that her big things are the outdoor GA and Speak up. she is the student senate publicist 

· Internal Affairs- Chairman Howland is the parliamentarian of the student senate he assures that things are constitutional he also explained that an constituency report is the summary of everything discussed during your weekly constituency hour and must be submitted weekly to the Internal Affairs Chairman. Reports are to be submitted no later than Mondays at 3pm
