CALL TO ORDER

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

NEW BUSINESS

I. Election Amendment
a. Chairman Lattmann presented the SBO election amendment for a first reading

b. None of the proposed changes are in the constitution

c. This amendment is still a rough draft

d. Chairman Lattmann: Minor offenses come up every election cycle without fail

e. Is the section for major offenses needed if they are so rare?

i. President Anklan: A major offense occurred during the last election, however there was no precedent set how to deal with it

ii. These would be worst case scenario

f. Senator Wurster: Should there be two chances for major offenses since there is the possibility the students reputation can be damaged

g. What happens if a candidate posts negative flyers the day of the election?

h. President Anklan: The candidate could file a complaint or appeal the outcome of the election

i. If there was an appeal pending could the election still proceed?

j. Chairman Lattmann: That shouldn’t be an issue, but will be looked into.

k. Chairman Cantu: Wouldn’t this infringe on free speech?

i. Slander and libel is not covered under free speech, so this amendment only covers slander and libel

l. President Anklan: Even though negative information may be true, it still presents the candidate and senate in a negative light
m. Senator Wurster: There should be only one major offense so that no one’s reputation be damaged

n. How much authority will rest with the election committee and with Advisor Whited?

i. Advisor Whited serves as an advisor, she may not agree with our decisions, but we can still make them

o. Senator Underwood: Remove the part mentioning Advisor Whited “in concert” wording
