CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Lattmann called the General Assembly Meeting to order at 3:30 p.m. in the Garrett Cultural center on February 06th, 2012
ROLL CALL
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

 Senator Dexter moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Senator Hatler.  The motion passed by voice vote.
SPEAKER
I. Police Chief Joshko

a. Came to Bradley from Marquette University 

b. Community oriented based policing philosophy

i. Two different philosophies
1. Response based – go out when the call comes in

2. Community based – go find the activity before the call comes in

ii. Take care of the little things before something becomes a problem

iii. Proactive approach

1. Officers on foot and bicycle patrol

2. Positive interactions

a. Officers interact with students

c. Positive relations with the students

i. Looking for voluntary cooperation with students

ii. Have seen really positive results

d. Spoke at IFC gavel

e. Crime statistics

i. MOVNs issued to students

1. Fall 2010

a. 59 MOVNs issued for alcohol 

2. Fall 2011 

a. Less than 10 alcohol violations

b. 2 noise violation

f. Vacant house watch program successful over winter break

i. 107 people

ii. 38 different homes

iii. Only 3 burglaries over winter break (77% decrease from last year)

1. Only 1 was on the watch list, it was discovered minutes after the crime was committed, Peoria Police apprehended the suspects

g. Forewarn vs. Safety alerts

i. Forewarn – emergency notification system, information that will impact the safety of the campus immediately is conveyed using Forewarn
1. No Forewarn alert issued this academic year

ii. Safety alerts – notify the campus about an incident that may represent a threat to the campus

1. Previously this information was only posted on the website

iii. Positive feedback from the students and campus community

h. President Anklan: When are students required taking a breathalyzer and can this information be used against the students?

i. Chief Joshko: Portable breathalyzers are used when a student is suspected of being highly intoxicated

ii. If a student blows a .20 an EMT would be called

iii. What the student blows will show up in the report

iv. An officer can testify in a court of law that someone is intoxicated from their observations of a person

v. Encourage students to take the breathalyzer if it is being offered by a Bradley University officer

i. Treasurer Baumgartner: Why are some muggings issued a safety alert and others are not?

i. Chief Joshko: Many factors are considered when an alert is issued such as if the suspect were apprehended, where and when the incident occurred.
j. Chief Joshko: The University only has 160 characters in a text message.  Next to no information can be given with such a limited amount of space.

k. Treasurer Baumgartner: From stories I have heard any student who has blown and had above a .08 has been issued a MOVN and lawyers that speak to us tell us no to blow no matter what.

i. Chief Josko: The vast majority of students that blow are not issued citations.  The editor of the scout can confirm.

ii. Chief Joshko: For the second part of the question, the goal of the university police is to ensure the safety of the students.  The purpose of having a student blow into a breathalyzer to ensure the safety and health of the student.

l. Chairman Alleman: Since I have been here many incidents of crime have occurred between Bradley and Moss avenues.  This could be due to a lack of adequate lightening.  Does the University hold any sway in improving the lightening situation?
i. Chief Joshko: I’m sure the University could work to improve that situation.  Better lightening there would be less likelihood of crime.
m. Bradley University police are obligated to support the Peoria police department

n. The city of Peoria has jurisdiction over all of Peoria, including campus

i. Bradley University police can stop anyone in the city or county of Peoria

o. Who takes priority on a call is who the call concerns and where it is.

p. What is the response time on the blue emergency poll?

i. As soon as the dispatcher notifies the police department.

q. Senator Dexter: What degree of first aid education do Bradley officers have?

i. Chief Joshko: Basic first aid training from the Red Cross, CPR, AED training.  EMT stations either in Campus Town or St. James

r. Chairman Alleman: Is there a way to place the blue polls on off campus locations?

i. Chief Joshko: Yes it can be done, there are some challenges though.
