IV. First Reading of Pre-requisite/Co-requisite

a. This universal definition would apply only to Bradley

b. Chairman Cantu: In the nursing program there are problems with defining prerequisite

c. There is a day and night difference between prerequisite definitions in the education and engineering departments

d. This has been discussed with Chick Roth

e. It would be easy to include that information onto DARS

f. Maybe the administration would be willing to establish a university definition if they were pushed

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

I. Election Amendment 
a. Chairman Lattmann: Two major offenses were left in the amendment because we do not want to just kick people out, mistakes can be

i. There are good reasons for not just kicking someone out

ii. The fines were raised to discourage offenses

1. Minor offenses are $20 each

2. Major offenses are $50 each

b. Chairman Lattmann: Specifying timing for elections.

i. Justice may be best served by not strictly outlining the rules in the constitution 

ii. There is already a precedent for withholding election results

c. Senator Lohman: Are you worried that the monetary fines would discourage students from running if they accidently commit an offense?

i. Chairman Lattmann: It’s hard for a candidate to commit and offense on accident.  There is an informational meeting for candidates and they all leave knowing what they can and can’t do.
ii. President Anklan: We moved from the deposit to a fine, a fine is avoidable.

d. Senator Cason: It says binding but you can appeal it?

i. Chairman Lattmann: What the committee says goes, but you can appeal it to a high authority.

e. Senator Howland: Should there be spending limits on elections

i. President Anklan: I have ran and won in elections where I have been out spent 10 times over

f. Senator Richardson: Why doesn’t the last minor offense cost the same as a major when 3 minor offense equal a major offense?

i. President Anklan: They have already paid $60 with the three minor options

g. Chairman Alleman: The amendment is fine as is.

h. Chairman Reeg: Moved to add “malicious” deliberate action to Minor Offense, Seconded by senator Hatler
i. The move did not pass by voice vote

ii. The move did not pass by hand vote

i. Advisor Whited: Runoff elections: What happens to the offenses?

j. Senator Underwood: Moved to add ” All appeals to the Bradley University Arbitration Board must be submitted in writing within 24 hours of notification of conviction.” To section 5, subsection b
i. Senator Hatler moved to vote on the amendment to the amendment, Seconded by Chairman Reeg

1. The move passed by voice vote

k. Senator Howland: Does not support this and feels this should be more well thought out

l. President Anklan: Moves to add, “All convictions and decisions made by the election subcommittee are made for the duration of the election process. Offense status is not reset in the event of a runoff election.” 
i. Senator Hatler moved to vote, seconded by Senator Corona

1. The move passed by voice vote.

m. Senator Landgren moved to vote on the amendment, seconded by Chairman Alleman
