i. Senator Howland: Looking into the Bradley Parents association, student senate budget, and the library

j. Senator Corona: What about the PJS.

i. Senator Howland: There would be no direct contact with the PJS

k. Senator Corona: How would you regulate the taking of newspapers?

i. Senator Howland: The vast majority of people who pick up a paper have an intention of reading it.

l. Advisor Whited: The PJS ran a similar program and students wouldn’t pick it up
m. Senator Wurster: Have you looked into just having a few papers in the lounges

i. Senator Howland: The library does provide free papers to students

n. Senator Cason: Why can’t we just use the internet?

i. Senator Howland: If you don’t give people the physical paper, people won’t read it.

o. President Anklan moved to limit this first reading to 2 minutes, seconded by Secretary Mathers.

i. The move passed by voice vote.

p. Senator Howland: The action plan will be implemented and developed by Senator Howland and Chairman Cantu

q. Senator Howland: The advertisement for the paper would be just having the free newspaper there. 

r. Senator Howland: The program could be implemented right after the pilot

s. Senator Howland: The pilot could be started right after spring break.

t. Senator Richardson: We should have a survey to see if students would want this program.

i. Senator Cason: Perhaps a resolution that opens up work study would be better

j. Senator Howland: If it is not finically responsible for Bradley to hire more students than Bradley shouldn’t

k. Advisor Whited: More information is needed to properly debate this subject, a meeting with Gary Anna is needed
