General Assembly Meeting

October 17th, 2011

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Lattmann called the General Assembly Meeting to order at 3:30 p.m. in the Garrett Cultural center on October 17th, 2011

Senator Russo, Senator Hoekstra, Senator Mankari, Senator Dexter, Senator Smith, , and Vice President Schulz were absent. Chairwoman Michaelis was tardy.

OPEN FORUM 

NEW BUSINESS

I. Activity Fee Discussion

A. Advisor Whited gave background on the Activity fee
a. The fee has not been raised since 2008

b. With that raise, in 2008, the office of SAO was able to expand as well as provide extra money to student organizations

c. Performers were charging more than ACBU could afford

d. A large issue today is the larger concerts continue to go up in price.  These big concerts have doubled since three years ago.

e. The ticket price only covers the cost of the utilities of the concert

f. This proposal would give ACBU to give students the concert’s they want.

g. SABRC also needs to the money to allocate to smaller organizations and events.

h. Every undergraduate student pays the activity fee

i. The public ticket sales are needed to offset the cost for the student tickets

j. All of the money in the fund is spent properly

k. The activity fee is part of their tuition bill 

B. ACBU has been assured that they have complete control over the planning of concerts

C. Part of the proposal is to have the left over funds from SABRC and LNBU roll over from year to year

D. Senator Wurster brought up the fact that Bradley University is compared to Drake often and Drake’s activity fee is much lower ($132)

II. Campus Entrance Resolution

A. The First reading of the Campus Entrance Resolution read by Chairman Cantu
a. A variety of students were surveyed
b. Chairman Cantu believes the new entrance should not cost more than $50,000 – 100,000

c. The construction should be completed during the summer of 2012

d. The University Senate would most likely come up with the design

e. The letter marking on the sign is now outdated as to what the university uses on official letterhead
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

I. Sexual Health Resolution
A. President Anklan moves to bring the sexual Health resolution to the floor, Seconded by Senator Achusim

a. A voice vote was taken and passed

b. Students of U Hall support this resolution

c. This conversation has not been taken up with Nathan Thomas or RA’s but with Dr. Galsky and President Glasser,

d. Senator Au does not want to be the ‘condom guy’

e. Many RA’s and Hall Directors are fine with handing them out

f. Senator Dasso and his constituency do not support this resolution

i. His constituents feel uncomfortable paying a health fee that would finance the distribution of condoms

g. Senator Roberts and HEAT supports this resolution with a few minor changes

h. Point of Information by President Anklan

i. Student security workers were not included in this resolution because they do not receive as much training as an RA or Hall Director

ii. The university would not be liable from the malfunction of condoms

i. Many senators feel the education is not needed they also feel using a condom is rather common sense

j. Many senators feel while many people may disagree over sex, this resolution would be very beneficial to the student body

k. Senator Roberts stated that currently students only need to go to one informational meeting to get the condoms now

B. President Anklan moved to strike the “Student Center information desk” from the resolution, seconded by Senator Achusim

a. A voice vote was passed

C. President Anklan presented studies that show the distribution of condoms does not promote and increase of sexual activity

a. The resolution states that they percentage of students who practice safe sex is rather low, this resolution would increase the percentage of safe sex.

D. Treasurer Baumgartner this resolution would make people much safer 


E. Safe Sex is defined by HEAT and the wellness center as being 97% protected against the transmission of STI’s as well as being protected 99% protected against pregnancy by wearing a condom

F. Senator Naman moved to vote on the resolution, Senator Cantu seconded.

a. The vote passed by voice vote.

G. A roll call vote was taken and passed
a. Yes – 30  No- 2 Abstentions - 2
