General Assembly Meeting

October 24th, 2011

CALL TO ORDER

Vice President Schulz called the General Assembly Meeting to order at 3:30 p.m. in the Garrett Cultural center on October 24th, 2011

ROLL CALL

Senator Howland, Senator Lapinski, Senator Mankari, Senator Hoekstra, Senator Liccar, Senator Ivy-O’Donnell, Senator Roberts, Senator Dasso, and Chairman Naman were absent. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Senator Hatler moved to approve last week’s minutes, Senator Corona seconded.  The motion passed by voice vote.

OPEN FORUM 

NEW BUSINESS

I. General Assembly meeting time change proposal to 5:00 – 6:30 P.M. Monday

A. Chairman Lattmann explained what the proposal would change and answered questions

a. This proposal would most benefit senators and senators who would like to run but have class conflicts

B. President Anklan moved to bring the proposed legislation to the floor, seconded by Treasurer Baumgartner.

a. The motion did not pass by voice vote.

b. A hand vote was taken and passed; the motion was moved to the floor.

C. During the hours of GA 3,000 students are in class, during the newly proposed hours 1,000 students are in class

D. Chairman Cantu moved to table, Senator Hatler seconded.

a. A vote was taken by voice vote, the vote did not pass.

E. About equal amounts of senators would have conflicts if the current time is kept or if the time was changed

F. Senator Newman moved to table, seconded by Chairman Cantu

a. A voice vote was taken and did not pass.

b. A motion was made by Senator Lohman and seconded by Chairman Lattmann to record the vote

c. A hand vote was taken and recorded and did pass, 14 to 13, with 2 abstentions

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

I. Student Activities Fee
