CALL TO ORDER

Vice President Schulz called the General Assembly Meeting to order at 3:31 p.m. in the Garrett Cultural center on October 31st, 2011

c. Senator Hatler asked all to raise their hands if they had time conflicts for either time

d. Senator Hatler moved to amend the amendment to have the time change taken effect Fall 2012 in place of Spring 2012

e. Senator Hatler agrees with reducing the number of students who will be able to attend GA meetings

f. Senator Corona is concerned that the cafeterias will be difficult to access with the new time

g. President Anklan moved to vote on the proposed amendment to the amendment, seconded by Senator Dexter

i. The vote passed by voice vote

h. President Anklan moved to vote on the amendment, seconded by Senator Wade

i. The amendment passed by roll call vote

1. 20 yes’s, 3 no’s, 6 abstentions

II. Campus Entrance Resolution

a. Senator Dexter moved to limit discussion to 10 minutes, Seconded by Senator Hatler

i. The move passed by voice vote

b. Senator Dexter does not believe that a new sign is needed, but an improvement would be accepted

c. Chairman Cantu: Point of Information: Bradley is rising the endowment

d. Senator Rose agrees with senator Dexter, minor alternations would be sufficient

e. Senator Zimmerly believes that Bradley should save its money for more pertinent projects

f. Chairman Cantu: believes that the sign will still not be suitable for Bradley with just minor alterations, aesthetics is a very important part. Aesthetics are important to draw prospective students in.  Possible future plans are not concrete, but changing this sign now would be, we need to be worried about what it looks like right now.  Vice President Gary Anna would be for this plan if Bradley had the money to put into it

g. Senator Corona believes that the money spent on the sign should be put into the universities programs, the buildings in campus are sufficient to be attractive to prospective students

h. Senator Rose believes that minor alterations are sufficient enough to update and improve the entrance sign, she does support the letter head change

i. Senator Greg wants to know if the sign is not sufficient 

j. Senator Azriel moved to extend debate by five minutes, seconded by Chairman Cantu

i. Passed by voice vote

k. Senator Au believes that this resolution is a bit narrow, changing just this one sign would not be enough

l. Senator Ben stated the those surveyed do not like the sign and that we should follow what the student body wants

m. Senator Caosn does not believes the sign is important enough to warrant a resolution

n. Chairman Alleman does not see a question on the survey asking if the entrance actually influenced  a student’s choice to come to Bradley

o. Some senators believe that by passing this legislation we are representing the student body and just urging the administration to look at the entrance sign

p. President Anklan would like everyone to think about how this would affect the everyday life of a Bradley student 

q. President Anklan moved to vote on the resolution, seconded by Secretary Mathers

i. A roll call vote was taken and did not pass
