CALL TO ORDER

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

f. Senator Alguire asked where the new building going, Provost Glassman answered that the building will be built were Jobst and Baker currently sit, but it will be built up instead of out.
g. Senator Dexter asked if the two colleges effected will remain separate, Provost Glassman answered that each college will remain separate academically, but will be spatially combined to promote communication. The school of engineering and technology will get a new name.
h. Senator Dexter asked when the name change be implemented, Provost Glassman answered that when the new dean (currently looking for) of the college is chosen , they will assume the position of the founding dean of the Caterpillar school of Engineering
i. Senator Cason asked what is the estimated cost of the conversion center, Provost Glassman answered with “not anywhere near 600 million dollars”
j. Chairman Alleman asked if there will be curriculum changes, Provost Glassman responded with “students will have the opportunity to take elective courses from the different colleges”
k. Chairman Reeg: What are the considered safety changes, Provost Glassman answered that there would be a rotating entrance to the library in order to keep track of who enters and exits, along with more cameras on campus.

d. Senator Cason asked how this increase was possible without raising class size and tuition, Chairman Naman responded that it is cheaper to raise the minimum than have students pay the fees for going over 16 hours
e. Senator Alguire asked about students who do not need to take more than 16, Chairman Naman responded that if students do not wish to take that many hours they do not have to.
f. Chairman Alleman asked if extra cost was discussed, Chairman Naman said not at this time
g. Chairman Lohman asked if the special permission for more hours would be increased, Chairman Naman said yes. 
h. Senator Cason made a motion to limit discussion to 5 minutes; the motion was seconded by senator Hatler and passed by a voice vote.

i. Senator Cason agrees with this resolution, and Chairman Naman said it allows for students more opportunities to select a minor course of study.
