General Assembly Meeting

December 5th, 2011

CALL TO ORDER

Vice President Schulz called the General Assembly Meeting to order at 3:32 p.m. in the Garrett Cultural center on December 5th, 2011

ROLL CALL

Senator Hoekstra, Senator Liccar, Senator Lapinski, Senator Mancari, Senator Russo, Senator Ivy-O’Donnell, Senator Zimmerly Senator Roberts, Senator Kumpf, Senator Ali and Chairman Reeg were absent.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

President Anklan moved approve the minutes from November 21st seconded by Senator Hatler. The moved passed by a voice vote.  Senator Hatler moved to approve last week’s minutes, seconded by Senator Dexter. The move passed by voice vote.

OPEN FORUM 

I. Speaker: David Pardieck, Executive Director, Office of Financial Assistance and Pratima Gandhi, Controller 

a. Credit hours over 16 are chargeable, with a few exceptions

b. Credit hours at 18-19 are much more expensive than lower credit hours

c. About 700 students are taking over 17 credit hours

d. Loyola, DePaul, Craten, Valparaiso, Drake.  These schools have 12-18 hours that a student can take at a fixed price.

e. Currently Bradley is about 13,000 a semester

f. Drake is the next most comparable school

g. Loyola is 26%more expensive than Bradley

h. Senator Dexter: Do you have a ballpark figure to how much tuition would increase with the credit hour resolution?

i. If the extra hours were not charged for many more students would take them, however we do not know how many more

ii. There would be around a 10%-12% increase in the $26,400 a year tuition

iii. Price sensitivity is related to the market in relation to tuition increase

i. This year tuition will increase 4%-6%

j. Vice President Schulz: Does this increase include the extra credit hours?

i. No it would be a onetime increase on top of annual increase in tutiton

k. President Anklan? Would it be more economically responsible to subsidize the extra credit hours? Basically charging less for the extra credit hours?

i. It has not been looked at, but can be considered.

ii. Bradley’s rate of extra hours is cheaper than other institutions with higher credit hour limits

l. A possible differentiated tuition rate for different majors that need to take these extra credit hours?

m. Senator Cason: Do certain majors need to stay extra semesters to complete their majors because they have to pay for extra semester?

i. We don’t have those figures.

n.  If students go for a 9th semester their scholarship will be extended to that extra semester

o. Senator Corona: With the recent changes in grants would there be an issue with tuition?

i. If the Pell grant changed the university would not change that for students, it would absorb the cost, while if the MAP grants change the university will pass that on to the students.  However, it should not be a major burden

p. Chair women M.: How do you feel about this resolution?

i. This is about what you students feel is the best value for your education

ii. Think about that question about additional hours and how much are the worth to you?

iii. You have to weigh in on how the student body feels

q. Chairman Larison: Is it $650 for extra hours? Yes.  J or May terms are $750 why are they more expensive?

i. It does not cost quite as much to provide that extra credit hour during the semester

ii. However, it does cost more to provide that education during the J and May terms

iii. Is it a possibility that online classes could be reduced of J and May term?

1. It has not been looked into

r. In regards to the schools that have the 18 credit hour limit, how many hours are the students taking?

i. 60% of the students will at some point in time take more than 16 credit hours

ii. Every school has a different amount of credit hours is needed to graduate

s. Senator Azerial: Right now the students take 124 hours; if 16 credit hours are taken a semester the student will have 128 hours when they graduate, why are those extra hours not used for other majors?

i. This would be another thing to look into, we did not look into this because it was not a part of the resolution

t. Senator Azerial: I have heard many complaints about how internships and co-ops still cots $650 on.  Why is there a fee when Bradley does not provide anything.

i. The system does not differentiate between co-ops and regular class

ii. This is something to look into.

u. Chairman Zentz: Somebody last year asked that last year, that $650 per hour for internships goes towards the smith career center

NEW BUSINESS

I. Strategic Plan Discussion
a. Chairman Cantu: Really likes the strategic plan, it focuses a lot on the student, more than the renaissance campaign did

b. President Anklan: Students measure their value of their education by getting a job after graduation, however, the smith career center is not mentioned, but more generally there should be more about students careers after college

c. Senator Hatler: What would happen if the plan got shot down this week? Is there time to change this plan?

d. Chairman Cantu: It will get passed this Wednesday; there is no way this will not be passed.

e. Senator Hatler: feedback is needed, but changes, in reality, cannot be made, it is a little late in the process that changes can be made at this time

f. Chairman Cantu: The strategic plan is a guide line, the student senate will be ensuring that the administration keeps to their goals

g. Senator Au: One of the main goals is improving the living and working conditions, there doesn’t seem to be too much of that in the plan, more common spaces and improvements to the library

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

I. Credit Hours Resolution

a. Senator Dexter: Increasing everybody’s tuition may not be the best idea overall. I would rather 

b. Senator Wurster: It would be better to pay the addition credit hours than to raise the tuition by 10%

c. Senator Cason: It would be irresponsible to pass this resolution

d. Senator Russel: The big number we need to take away from this is 15%

e. Treasurer Baumgartner There is 10% that go over the 17 credit hour limit.  The majority of the student body wouldn’t need this

f. Senator Hatler: Have we gone looking into the majors and changing the programs that need the extra credit hours.

g. Chairman Alleman:  This is a good thing.  I would have had the opportunity to graduate with two degrees.

h. President Anklan: We can be flexible with this an amend it.  This could be done in phases.  With such an increase students would need time to adjust to it.  It would be worth looking into the individual majors to look into adjusting extra credit hours cost.

i. Advisor Whited: There are a lot of different ways that you can go right now, if this gets raised student with internships could be counted without paying more, keep an open mind in what is the best way of doing this.

j. Greg: How much does it cost per semester?

i. $13,200

ii. If we were going to take 18 hours it would $1300 for that extra, it would be more with the 10% tuition increase

k. Senator Azerial: If we were to take a onetime hit of 15%, Bradley tuition would hit $40,000 by 2014, students would also be taking an academic hit, is taking 18-20 hours something you would want to do, its not just a financial question

l. Senator Alleman: With the building of the convergence center the request for credit hours would sky rocket, the fact the economy is asking for people who are more skilled. More credit hours will increase

m. Senator Corona: With the 10% increase it would be $2640, with the xtra credit hours it would $2,600

n. Senator Russel: As student senators we have above average engagement, our perspective may not be the same as the average Bradley student

o. Senator Lohman: The major that you choose is a choice and you know you will havae to take more credit hours and you will have to pay for more credit hours

p. Senator Wurster: This resolution would hold Bradley to a higher standard.

q. Treasurer Baumgartner asked how many students knew the credit hour limit when the came to Bradley

r. Senator Cason moved to limit discussion to 5 minutes, seconded by Senator Newman

s. Senator Achusim: This 10% of students you have to consider that people just don’t want to pay for the extra credit hours. People possibly don’t want to take these hours if they have nothing to do with my major, people need to stop thinking so inside of the box, people who drop classes need to be considered, people are really closed minded about this

t. Senator Russel: The burden of subsidizing other students extra credit hours should not fall on all the students.

u. David Paradieck: The average credit hours taken are 14.5 hours

v. Chairman Naman: don’t shoot this legislation because you don’t like it, we can vote on amendments to this resolution, everyone is here together

w. Senator Azerial moved to vote on this legislation as it stand, seconded by Chairman Cantu

i. The move passed by voice vote

x. Chairman Cantu moved to vote by paper ballot, seconded by senator Russell

y. Senator Azeril motioned to kill the main motion, seconded by senator Hatler

i. A voice vote to kill the paper ballot passed by voice vote

z.  A roll call vote was taken, the resolution did not pass with a 22 – 6 vote

aa. Senator Azerial moved to send the resolution back to the sponsoring committee, seconded by Senator Hatler

i. The motion passed by voice vote
